HISTORY OF THE
NURSING DEPARTMENT
OF THE
COLLEGE OF SAINT TERESA

Since the history of the College of Saint Teresa leen compiled throughout its more than fifty geair
existence, it is now fitting to consider the Nugsirogram of this College which has participatethegrowth.
In tracing the increase of opportunities open talshts in nursing, from non-credit vocational cesrsf 1915
to the four-year professional program of 1959, wiiesee the spirit of foresight and service whible College
has held in the past and will continue to devefojis nursing programs of the future.

In this, the twentieth century age of seryite College of Saint Teresa is striving to meetneeds of its
students especially in the realm of training ireaces. The imposing view of the Roger Bacon Cdotethe
Sciences and Professions is a tower to be reachtds, the “Development Decade” of the CollegeSaint
Teresa. Included within this tower will be contaaudevelopment of the College Nursing Program.

History of the Nursing Department

The Nursing Department of the College of Sdietesa, as a specific division of the College &ull and
offering instruction in nursing andursing education, began in the fall of 1935.

The first program taught by Miss Gray was ctatgal in January 1929, and included courses of iNgirs

Faculty additions during the following teadhiperiod of 1937-1943 were few. The names of Ml J.
Odegard, Miss Daisy Dean Urich, and Sister M. Aagiemain in the College records as the
small teaching staff. Sister Thomas A’ Kempis amntd to teach Physics Applied to Nurs-
ing until 1940 when Sister M. Roswitha continued tlourse nearly every year until 1953.

One phase of the history of the College ngrsiepartment came to an end with the
death of Miss Carolyn E. Gray, in December, 1988ss Gray had done a great deal in pre-
paring the College for its organized nursing progfeamed after she left campus. In 1945,

Miss Daisy Dean Urch retires as head of the departrafter being with the College since
1936. Sister M Ancina has continued as direct@résent.

A basic four-year professional nursing prograas introduced in the fall of 1947 to i1 Sister Ancina
prove upon the former five-year basic course insmgr with a program in Liberal Arts.

The new system provided that the student spentirftéwo semesters at the College of Saint Tefelbawed
by two and on quarter calendar years at Saint M&cgywol of Nursing. The student then returnecheo@ol-
lege for two additional semesters and one six-veemhkmer session. The Nursing Education programirsda
unchanged.

Two additions to the College Nursing facityere Miss Bernadine Degnan in 1948 and Sister MoAa
in 1949, who remained as Infirmarian. After 1948&t& Ancina and Sister Antonia taught the majooitythe
nursing courses on the Winona campus with the geabassistance of Miss Elsie E. Klug and Missraeline



Degnan.

Further schedule changes were added to threyfar professional nursing program in 1951. Tgrisgram
planned for the student to spend her first ye#inatCollege; the second and third years at the @didNursing,
with exception of a six-week period at the Collegehe Spring of the third year; and the fourthryaathe
College.

The Bachelor of Science degree with a majdiunsing Education was discontinued in 1953. Atéiation
was devoted to the basic professional nursing pragihich was further clarified by providing thaetstudent
spend her first two semesters at the College, @tbby a clinical period of twenty seven monthSaint Marys
School of Nursing, followed by the fourth year e tCollege. In 1957 the basic nursing program agesn
altered to include a six-week assignment in rucahimunity nursing during the senior year. Todaydhare
fifty seven clinical hours of nursing required.

It is difficult to predict what the future wihold for the College of Saint Teresa Nursing Dépant. The
actuality of the Roger Bacon Center cannot helpbomig about some improvement in the nursing pnogas it
is conducted on the Winona campus.

One may note the advance in the philosophth@fnursing department throughout its College hystdNo
longer is it formed to prepare Sisters to go topitats and schools of nursing as in 1928. The 1B&Retin
states the two-fold purpose of the present nurgingram:

...to develop the spiritual, intellectual, emotionahysical, and social capacities

of the young woman for Christian livimga free society; to develop in the student

the understandings, attitudes, skitigl appreciations necessary for assuming her
responsibilities as a Christian nurse

With standards such as these, and the stristmyrof women highly interested in the educatidmurses, as
foundation, the future of the Nursing Departmenthaf College of Saint Teresa is promising.
